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99 SERIES GIVES PROS THREE WEEKENDS OF RACING IN CENTRAL VALLEY

Professional and amateur cyclists now have a reason to set up camp this March in the Central
Valley.

Beginning March 1-2, the inaugural 99 Series will give cyclists three consecutive race weekends
and the chance to ride home with $7,000 in cash prizes.

“This series is going to be a great way to get cyclists ready for a long season of racing,” said
Sheri Clark, race director for the Sequoia Cycling Classic, the final stop in the 99 Series. “The
Central Valley offers some of the best training grounds and spring weather for seasoned
professionals hoping for a shot at USA Cycling’s National Championship.”

The 99 Series will give cyclists a chance to accumulate points toward a series championship title
and $7,000 in cash prizes. Prizes will be awarded March 16 during the Sequoia Cycling Classic.

The 99 Series will kick off March 1-2 with the MERCO Credit Union Cycling Classic presented
by McLane Pacific in Merced, followed by the Central Valley Classic March 9 in Fresno. The
third and final leg will take place March 15-16 with prizes awarded March 16, following the
Sequoia Cycling Classic’s Visalia Criterium.

The series was born after organizers of all three events were forced to reconsider pursuit of
National Race Calendar status because of increases in minimum prize list requirements. The
Sequoia Cycling Classic is now the only NRC event in the Central Valley and is only awarding
points to professional women cyclists. With the 99 Series in place, organizers expect to host
professional men and women cyclists, along with amateur racers, who have come to know
Central Valley racing.

The Sequoia Cycling Classic is a two-day event, featuring racing for professional and amateur
cyclists March 15-16, in Exeter and Visalia. On March 15, a 40-kilometer time trial will take
place in Exeter, followed on March 16 by a .7-mile criterium road race in downtown Visalia.
